Chairman Wolfe thanked the honorees for their years of dedicated 

service to Troup County.  

Update and Clarification of Sunday Alcohol Sales Referendum: (2014-21) 
& (2014-22)  

County Manager Tod Tentler presented two resolutions for update and 

clarification of Sunday Alcohol Sales Referendum to be placed on the 

ballot. The first resolution authorizes a referendum to allow 

consumption on the premises of alcoholic beverages on Sundays within 

unincorporated Troup County. Commissioner Jones made a motion to 

approve the resolution. Commissioner Foster seconded. Commissioner 

Davis opposed the vote. The motion passed 3-1 vote. The second 

resolution authorizes a referendum to allow package sales of malt 

beverages and wine on Sundays within unincorporated Troup County. 

Commissioner English made a motion to approve the resolution. 

Commissioner Foster seconded. Commissioner Davis opposed. The motion 

passed 3-1 vote.   

Consideration of Resolution Dissolving the Troup County Airport 
Authority: (2014-23)  
     



County Manager Tod Tentler presented a resolution dissolving the Troup 

County Airport Authority. Chairman Wolfe questioned who owned the land. 

Mr. Tentler responded the land co-owned with the City of LaGrange and 

Troup County. Commissioner Foster questioned if the county would be 

liable for the airport. Mr. Tentler responded, as a County department, 

the airport would fall under the county’s liability insurance policy. 

Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the resolution. 

Commissioner Foster seconded. Unanimous.  

Consideration of Resolution Creating the Troup County Airport Advisory 
Board: (2014-24) 
 
County Manager Tod Tentler presented a resolution creating the Troup 

County Advisory Board. Troup County has assumed the management and day 

to day operations of LaGrange Callaway Airport and control of its 

property and operating assets. The new LaGrange-Callaway Airport 

Advisory Board will contain the same seven members currently serving. 

Members will be appointed to undefined terms serving until their 

successors are appointed. Members will have the same makeup as the 

authority with one member appointed by West Point, one by Hogansville, 

two by LaGrange and three by Troup County. The advisory board will meet 

periodically, annually at a minimum. Commissioner Jones made a motion 

to approve the resolution.  

Commissioner Davis seconded. Unanimous.  

Fiscal Year-End Budget Amendment:(2014-25) 

Finance Officer Scott Turk presented a resolution for fiscal year-end 

2013 budget amendment. One expense was the purchase by the prior 

sheriff’s administration of a vehicle in December 2012. Mr. Turk said 

the vehicle was purchased without a purchase order. The outstanding 

balance was discovered when the County attempted to order another new 

vehicle in July 2013. Commissioner Foster stated the prior sheriff’s 

administration had received an insurance reimbursement for the wrecked 

vehicle in December 2012. The reimbursement was placed into confiscated 

assets funds managed by the sheriff’s office, which were later depleted 

before the new Sheriff, James Woodruff, took office in January 2013. 



Mr. Foster further asked that the minutes reflect that the insurance 

payment was received around August 2012, the taxpayer’s money was 

deposited into ‘drug funds’ then subsequently given away to various 

jurisdictions. The cost, $25,624 will be offset with revenue that was 

generated from county jail inmates buying phone cards during the same 

fiscal year. The second expense was due to the county paying the salary 

for the former airport director, who resigned last year. Offsetting 

revenue for that expense was received as reimbursements from the 

Airport Authority. The total budget amendment is $44,583.    

Resolution Authorizing Chairman to Sign CDBG Grant Application:  
(2014-26)                 

County Planner Nancy Seegar presented a resolution authorizing Chairman 

to sign CDBG grant application to replace waterlines and install fire 

hydrants in the southeastern Troup subdivision.  

Recommendation for Health Insurance Broker Services: 

County Manager Tod Tentler announced it has been six years since the 

county has changed health insurance brokers. The staff sent out request 

for proposals and received 10 responses. The staff followed up with all 

proposals hearing presentations from several, and recommends Houze & 

Associates. Commissioner Foster questioned if this was a local company 

and if this was a company that has helped the county in the past with 

employee benefits. Mr. Tentler responded yes and they expect to save 

the county $150k to $200k annually on administrative and claims 

processing costs. Commissioner English made a motion to approve Houze & 

Associates for Health Insurance Broker Services. Commissioner Davis 

seconded. Unanimous.   

PUBLIC HEARINGS: 

Commissioner Jones made a motion to go out of regular meeting into 

public hearing. Commissioner Foster seconded. Unanimous. 

CDBG Grant for Fire Hydrants in Unincorporated Area:   

County Planner Nancy Seegar presented CDBG grant for fire hydrants in 

unincorporated area. Troup County is in need of funds to provide low-

income households with fire hydrants and water line improvements. To 

apply for a 350k grant the county has to match at least five percent. 



Chairman Wolfe recommended the county match ten percent for a total of 

35k. Chairman Wolfe asked if there was anyone who would like to speak 

in favor of or in opposition to the grant. Mr. Bill Gilmore of 

Gabbettville Road questioned why the commissioners voted to authorize 

the chairman to sign then have a public hearing. Mr. Tentler responded 

there had been no vote. He then asked why did the grant start out at 

$175k and now is at $350k. Ms. Seegar responded there had been no 

proposal for $175,000. Another question Mr. Gilmore asked was where the 

county would get the money to put for its local share of the grant 

funds. County Planner Nancy Seegar stated the award of the grant won’t 

be announced until September which will be in the next fiscal year. 

Commissioner Jones responded there is a possibility the county won’t be 

able to find the money but hopes that is not the case since fire safety 

is important. Commissioner Foster explained that the commissioners 

decided to double the grant and explained the county has reserves it 

can tap into and felt the project was in the county’s best interest for 

better fire protection. This will also improve the ISO insurance 

ratings to save the taxpayers hundreds of thousands of dollars as a 

whole.  

Subdivisions:   

(Final Plat Approval-Vote Necessary) 

Location: 196 Ringer Access Road- 8 Lots (0641 000001A) 
Property Owners: Dr. George and Reverend Helen Freeman Henry  

Sr Building Official Jay Anderson presented the final plat at 196 

Ringer Road. The two adjacent parcels provide 104 acre tract land. The 

proposed subdivision is to be composed of 8 lots and developed by Dr. 

George and Reverend Helen Freeman Henry for the purpose of family 

estate planning. Chairman Wolfe asked if there was anyone who would 

like to speak in favor of or in opposition to the final plat. No one 

responded.  

Commissioner Davis made a motion to go out of Public Hearing back into 

Regular meeting. Commissioner English seconded. Unanimous.   



Commissioner Davis made a motion to authorize [Resolution 2014-26] the 

application for CDBG grant for fire hydrants in unincorporated area. 

Commissioner English seconded. Unanimous.  

Commissioner Davis made a motion to approve the Ringer Access 

Subdivision final plat. Commissioner English seconded. Unanimous.
